05. Other
Material

The Daughter of the Air use air dried sawn wood with maximum process up to the plywood technology; the embodied energy: 0.5 – 10MJ/kg. In the other hand The Little Mermaid used bronze; with the embodied energy: 100 – 150MJ/kg. It is approximately 10 – 300 times of wood. This proportion is used to scale up the art work from the height of The Little Mermaid 1.25 meter to the 60 meter height of The Daughter of the Air.

Energy

It is not prioritizing on the sophisticated energy production. It is only an art-work that try to awaken the audience the other level to understand the green issues. It is about energy in the mean of spirit, the love of life. And it is only use wind as the title is The Daughters of the Air. Another energy resource could be added if needed.

Tools

Lamps that operated by a censor of wind speed.

Bells that creates sound as the wind blows.

Wind belt technology for capturing the energy.

Cycle

Like the desire of the mermaid to become immortal creature, the new art-work also want to be long lasting with its limited age of wood. Every 25 years, it will be re-build and the old one will become a bio mass.
